Mission Project:  Fighting Malaria  
In our May-June Congregational mission    
project, we are seeking monetary contributions 
to assist Global Health Ministry in the pur-
chase and shipment of treated bed-nets to ward 
off deadly malaria-carrying mosquitoes. 
 

The spread of this disease is at crisis propor-
tions.  There are approximately 300 MILLION 
cases every year.  Of these, over 1 MILLION 
result in death. More African children die of 
this disease than any other and die at a rate of 
one every 30 seconds!  Those who survive still 
may face life-long learning impairments or 
brain damage.  40% of hospital expenditures in 
Africa go to fight this one disease. 
 

Simple bed nets are so effective because the 
treated coating kills mosquitoes before they 
can deliver their bites. Also, the mosquito 
which carries the malaria parasite only comes 

out at night, the hours when most are asleep 
and thus are greatly protected by the nets.  The 
cost of nets has dropped considerably in the 
past ten years.  A $10 contribution will provide 
the bed-net AND the shipping costs.

Facility Task Force Begins Work     
You may remember that last fall the Long 
Range Planning team gathered ideas from the 
congregation during several large and small 
group meetings.  These ideas were broken out 
into program related ideas and facility related 
ideas, ranked, and included in the Long Range 
Plan which was discussed and approved at the 
2009 annual congregational meeting. 
 

Following-up on facility related work from the 
2008 Long Range Planning team, the Facility 
Task Force has gotten underway.  The Task 
Force’s purpose & responsibilities, as defined 
by the Council, include developing a plan for 
communicating its progress to the congrega-
tion and Council (the plan was developed and 
approved by the Council in May) and evaluat-
ing and implementing the facility related ideas 
identified by the Long Range Planning team. 
 

The three highest priority facility related ideas 
identified in the 2008 Long Range Plan are: 

· Improvements to the education area, 

· Improved space for hospitality, and 

· Improved fellowship and gathering areas. 
 

The Facility Task Force toured several recently 
remodeled area churches and is in the process 
of evaluating and interviewing architects.  
Later this summer, the Task Force anticipates 
being able to recommend hiring of an architect 
to the Council.

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Roles of the Parish Nurse by Joyce Rudenick 
 

A parish nurse may serve in multiple roles in a faith community. To begin, it is important to clarify 
what is not the role of the parish nurse:  

A parish nurse does not act as a medical doctor so will not diagnose or provide medical treatment.  

A parish is not a home health care nurse so does not give medications or provide treatments           
prescribed by a doctor. 

A parish nurse is not a therapist so will not offer physical or occupational therapy, psychotherapy. 

A parish nurse is not a clergyperson but incorporates faith and a deep spiritual commitment into the 
parish nurse role. 

 

So, what does a parish nurse do anyway? Good question! As stated above, the parish nurse may serve 
in multiple roles in a faith community. Each community will utilize the parish nurse as part of health 
ministry that fits the congregation best. A few of the common roles are as follows: 

Integrator of faith and health:  Recognizes the interconnectedness of mind, body and spirit in health 
and wellness promotion; at times of health crisis; and in times of grief.  

Health educator: Researches and presents information regarding healthy lifestyles, disease preven-
tion and management, and  

Health Counselor: Offers support and information  

Referral advisor: Gathers resources in the community and refers appropriately 

Health advocate: Participate in creating a safe environment, assess individual and congregation 
needs and make connections to meet those needs, be aware of services available to those in  need, and 
making connections with community organizations and services.  

Support groups: Support existing groups, develop groups if needed and facilitate as appropriate. 

Volunteer coordinator: Work closely with existing volunteers offering support and coordination. 
Develop volunteer opportunities.

It is a work in progress and 
they will now be refining it a little more and then be meeting with appropriate boards to pass 
on the information, suggestions and expectations with them.  They have also created a 
“Communications Plan.” 
MMSC - Approve communications plan presented by the Program Task Force. 
 
Facility Task Force:  Met with one architect and will be visiting churches that have gone 
through reconstruction recently.  MMSC to approve the Facility Task Force Communica-
tion Plan. 
 
Parish Nurse Office being built in a  portion of the nursery.  To be completed hopefully by the 
end of the week.  Work was done by the Board of Property.   
 
Wednesday nights next year ideas.  Initial plans for “Family Night” at church.  Children will 
be invited to come to church around 3:40 p.m.  Primarily those in 3rd grade and above.  There 
will be choirs and other activities.  A meal will be served at 5:30 (cost approximately $1).  
Planning for a 15-minute worship.  From 6:30-7:30 or 8:00 there will be confirmation classes, 
choirs, Book of Faith Bible Study for adults/young adults, ending up with Chancel Choir at 
7:30 p.m.  The program would run for the school year. 
 
Personnel Committee:  MMSC approve the Policy for Safeguarding Christ Lutheran 
Church Children and Vulnerable Adults which will be included in the CLC Policy    
Manual.  (Process and Authorization Forms were also approved.)  
 
First part regarding the policy:  Effective May 2009, all volunteers who supervise or work 
directly with children age 18 or under, and/or vulnerable adults in a private setting, and/or 
volunteer services to drive a vehicle containing church youth or vulnerable adults to or from 
church sponsored activities, are required to follow t he policies of Christ Lutheran Church 
and be willing to undergo a criminal and sex offender background check that is appropriate 
to their level of volunteer participation. 
 
Personnel Policy Handbook has been revised to address the background checks for pain CLC 
staff and to address staff performance review process. 



 

 Church Council Highlights from May 12, 2009 meeting (continued): 
 

MMSC to make a donation of $10,000 to Crossing Bridges, the St. Paul Area Synod     
initiative to come from the Growth Fund (a match up to $5,000 is available until the end 
of May) and to be paid back when and if Building 3549 is sold.    9 Yeas. 1 Opposed. 
 
MM to set up a matching fund from the Growth Fund to match donations from the con-
gregation 3 to 1 (Growth Fund to donations) to pay for a dispensary in Lulanzi with a 
maximum of $30,000 to come from the Growth Fund.  Motion tabled until July meeting.  
Communication to be done with the congregation, and brought up to for a Council vote 
in July. 
 
Growth Fund:   

Admin/Property will work at what is needed to be kept in the growth fund to maintain 3549 
and other emergency needs, and report that to council by September Council meeting. 

Another team will look at how we might use excess money in the growth fund for missions.  
It was discussed that this would be the same  team that  evaluated and made recommen-
dations on what to do with the sale of the 3549 building proceeds a couple of years ago.
