Study groups will continue to meet during the summer but the format and schedule will be different. 
Watch The Light and our bulletin board for details.  The short 3-month study for this summer is entitled 
“Mary, a Woman for All Seasons.”   These are great opportunities to get a sense of what our study ses-
sions are like and to meet other CLC women.  Plan on attending. 
 

The May-June Mission project is an effort to assist in the purchase and distribution of bed nets which 
protect against malaria.  Malaria, a disease of the blood that is caused by a parasite transmitted by certain 
mosquitoes, is at crisis proportions in our world. There are approximately 300 million cases each year 
which result in over one million deaths.   More African children die of malaria than any other disease - at 
an estimated rate of one every 30 seconds- and of those who survive, many will suffer learning impair-
ments or brain damage.   40% of African hospital expenditure is eaten up in treating this disease.  One 
treated bed net can protect a child for up to five years.  Watch the narthex bulletin board and weekly   
announcements for details. 
 

Planning for our 2009-2010 year is underway.  Sign-up sheets will circulate again at the May study  
sessions and will be posted on our bulletin board.  Hostesses, Bible Study leaders, and Sunshine visitors 
are needed.  Special event coordinators (i.e. Easter Breakfast, Thankoffering service, Salad Supper, etc.) 
are needed.  
 

This year we also have a critical call for officers of our unit.  Bev Nelson and Naomi Bagley will      
complete their terms in August.  We need YOUR help in filling the treasurer and mission coordinator 
positions which they have been so ably performing.  YOU can offer to fill a position.  YOU can speak to 
other CLC women to encourage them to consider serving our unit.  EVERY woman at CLC is a member 
of the unit and can serve whether they are able to attend study sessions or not.  Look into it TODAY.   
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Tanzania Traveler Update:  So what’s new in Lulanzi?  I returned to Lulanzi in March to see if 
my first experience had been real or a dream…….it was real! The smiling faces of the children, the 
singing and dancing of the members of the congregation, the hope and the love they shared with us—it 
was real. 
 

One of the things we were to be involved in this visit was the Agriculture Project .  This is a project 
involving Tumaini University and local churches in the Iringa area.  It is a 3 year commitment between 
the University and the congregation to educate communities in growing more productive food crops.  
Our church committed to supporting, financially,  the Lulanzi congregation in this project. 
 

We were fortunate in that the meeting between the Lulanzi congregation and the team from  Tumaini 
took place while we were staying in the village.  A meeting was held in the church and about 40 people 
attended.  The presentation explained the project and its purpose.   
 

With my non-farming background, I understood the program to be as follows: The program is a 3 year 
commitment between Lulanzi, Christ Lutheran Church and Tumaini University.  During that time the 
Pastor of Lulanzi is responsible for the plot of land to be farmed, he will assign workers and together 
they will maintain the “plot.”  Soil testing was done to begin the project, seeds will be provided to Lu-
lanzi and twice a year a team will check on the progress.    
 

In Tanzania, the farming practice is to grow as many or as much as you can in your small garden or 
field..  Often many crops are grown together…tomatoes or beans planted between the rows of corn.  At 
the end of the growing season the field/garden is burned to clean it for replanting. The new program 
emphasized 3 points: 

 1) Rotation of the crops…..corn one year, bean the next 

  2) Mulching the ground with grasses, etc to keep the moisture and nutrients in the   
  ground……no longer burning the fields. 

  3) Specific distance between rows of planting and specific fertilizing procedures.  
 

The  people who attended the meeting had many questions  and a 
positive discussion with the Agriculture Team.  Ibram is a Tanzanian 
native who studied at the University of MN and received a degree in 
Agriculture.  He then returned to Tanzania to educate the people in 
better farming practices. His ability to communicate with the people 
was wonderful.  He and a classmate, also from Tanzania and edu-
cated  at the U of M., have embarked on this project.  It will  allow 
the people to produce more quality crops on their land to provide 
food for their families and probably enough to sell at the market,  
providing income for the family as well.  
 

It was gratifying to see the people  willing and desiring to make 
changes to provide food for their families and a possible source of 
income…it was also gratifying to know that I was part of a caring 
congregation willing to make this change possible for them.  Their 
smiles and their saying “thank you” many times is heart warming.

· Belief comes through belonging.�

· Church is an incarnational community where people become Christ to a broken world.  It 
 functions as a countercultural community where the clergy and people partner to minister.�

· Evangelism is a process whereby the church receives people who gradually come to faith 
through discipleship and mentorship and express their commitment in passage rites such as bap-
tism.�

Mosaics (Born 1984 – 2002) (these continue to evolve…) 

· Communication is instantaneous, electronically delivered through personal devices and 
 abbreviated in test language.  A social network is central.�

· Belief is through experience, participation and story.�

· Church is a community with intergenerational (family) participation.  It’s not about going  to 
church, it’s about being church.�

· Evangelism is team-oriented, as is life.  Transparency, empathetic dialogue, action-oriented 
service, and friendship without agenda are important ingredients.�

Thank you for the warm welcome on April 19. It was 
wonderful to meet so many members of the Christ Lu-
theran Church community. It was a day that started 
with much joy and ended with deep sadness. Many of 
you are aware that my mother passed away on that 
same morning which is why I left church before the 
10:30 service ended. Thank you for the lovely plant 
delivered to the memorial service, the condolence cards 
my family has received, and so many prayers. It is 
comforting to be held by so many caring hearts.             
 

I feel comfort in knowing my mom was so proud of me and very excited for me to begin parish 
nurse ministry. Her question to me was one many of you may have as well: What is a Parish 
Nurse and what will you be doing? 
 

Let’s start with a brief history. Jesus sent his disciples to preach, teach, and heal. At times his-
torically, the Church was very involved in healing and health and at other times hostility was 
expressed towards scientific medicine. This led to movement towards and away from healing 
ministries many times throughout the history of the church. Religious groups started most of the 
early hospitals around the world. Many of the early nurses were part of religious orders. Health 
and healing in the church has a rich history. Recent history has led to the current refocusing on 
holistic (aka wholistic) health trends. Holistic health refers to health in mind~body~spirit. 
 

Parish nursing grew out of the awareness that congregations could impact the health of their 
communities. Rev. Granger Westberg developed a model using nurses as a bridge between the 
church and modern medicine. The first Health Cabinet Wellness Committee was formed in 
1979. The Cabinet, or Wellness Committee, is an important component of a developing parish 
nurse program in a community. Together the pastor, Health Committee, the congregation and 
the parish nurse work to create health and wellness activities and programs that best meet the 
needs of the congregation. Look for future articles sharing more information about parish nurse 
ministry, upcoming activities and health information.
