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The Triduum – The Three Days 

The Three Days overlap with the last two days of the forty days of Lent and the first day of the fifty 
days of Easter – beginning at sundown on Maundy Thursday and ending at sundown on Easter Sunday.  Many 
regard The Triduum as the culmination and climax of the entire church year; and each of these days needs the 
other two to complete the account, the doctrine, and the proclamation of Christ’s passage from death to life.  
The liturgies of these three days are central to the Christian faith and life, for they celebrate the most important 
event in salvation history:  Christ’s redemptive passage from crucifixion to burial and Resurrection. 

The Triduum is a single, unified observance of Christ’s Passion and Resurrection.  Many churches do 
not include a benediction in Maundy Thursday or Good Friday worship, as these two observances are part of 
one observance that ends with the benediction and sending music on Easter Sunday.  It is important for us as 
Christians to take part in all three services.  As some would say, it is hard to appreciate the significance of 
Easter without observing Good Friday. 

Maundy Thursday worship includes The Confession and Absolution, as we come to the end of the 
Lenten season of penitence.  It also includes Holy Communion, as we remember Christ’s last supper with his 
disciples and we celebrate Christ’s presence with us in bread and wine.  The word Maundy means command, 
and we remember Jesus’ command to “love one another as I have loved you.”  Maundy Thursday worship also 
may include washing of feet, commemorating Jesus’ washing the feet of his disciples – modeling for us how to 
live as servants to all.  Finally, on Maundy Thursday, the altar is stripped to prepare for Good Friday.  We go 
from celebration of Holy Communion to Jesus’ crucifixion and death.  Symbolically, Christ is stripped of his 
power and glory and is now in the hands of his captors. 

Good Friday, part of the larger celebration of the mystery of salvation, is an austere time of reflection.  
The altar is left bare and is not used at this service.  Holy Communion is not celebrated on Good Friday.  We 
hear Jesus’ last words from the cross.  Offerings are taken at the door and are not brought to the altar.  We see 
the Cross draped in black, and we remember with awe the sacrifice of Christ on the cross.  Our time together 
concludes with quiet prayer. 

Finally, we come to Easter – the celebration of the Resurrection of Christ, the “queen of feasts” of the 
church year.  The origin of the word Easter is disputed, but it probably relates to the fact that the sun rises in 
the East.  The original name for the Resurrection celebration was Pasch (pronounced PAHSK), from Greek and 
Hebrew words meaning “passing through,” referring to the Israelites’ rescue from bondage when the avenging 
angel passed over their homes; the as Israelites’ passage through the Red Sea; and Jesus’ passage through death 
to new life.  The Pascal Candle is lighted throughout the Easter season. 

The Resurrection of Christ has been celebrated as a distinct festival since the early second century; it 
was the first festival in the church year.  The dating of Easter has been a matter of controversy in Church his-
tory.  The earliest date was the same day as the Jewish Passover, the fourteenth day of the Jewish month of  
Nisan – that is, the first day of the first full moon of spring.  According to this calculation, Easter could fall on 
any day of the week.  In A.D. 325, the Council of Nicaea determined that Easter would be celebrated on the 
first Sunday after 14 Nisan, that is, the Sunday after Passover, which is the first Sunday after the first full moon 
after the Vernal (Spring) Equinox.  This practice has continued to the present. 

Easter celebrates an event so great that it cannot be limited to one day.  Easter consists of fifty days.   
The ‘Alleluia’ is restored to our worship as a profound expression of our joy in the Resurrection.  The fifty 
days of Easter culminate in the Vigil of Pentecost (from the Greek meaning “fifty”), the day when the Holy 
Spirit was given to Christ’s disciples. 

The rights of the Three Days anchor us in the saving and life-giving mercy of God!

I would like to take this opportunity 
to introduce myself and to thank you 
for the invitation to partner with you 
as we grow together in health minis-
try.  As your new parish nurse, I will 
be working with members of the 
heath ministry team and with Pastor Julie Rogness 
to help meet the spiritual health needs of both  
individuals and the congregation as a whole. 

I have been a nurse for nearly 20 years and have 
worked in a variety of settings including          
hospitals, nursing homes and in-patient psychiat-
ric care.  After taking a leave from nursing to stay 
home with my children and serve as a missionary 
in Tanzania, I decided to pursue my passion for 
parish nursing.
