 *A doctor's office 
        *An urgent care facility 
        *An Emergency Room 
        *A public health and health education facility 
        *A labor and delivery center 
      *A limited care, short term hospitalization center for 
              things like fractures, malaria, and dehydration 
     *A place for HIV testing and treatment 
 
Why a dispensary?  
     * The people of Lulanzi have access to a dispensary only if they can 
 somehow travel 15 km (about 10 miles) over rough roads by foot. Which 
 is basically no access at all. 
     * The need for these health services will be increasing due to the paving of 
 the Lulanzi road, which brings increased HIV rates, increased injuries, a
 nd increased accidents. 
 
What is our goal?  
     *  To raise $10,000 during the month of November to be matched (3 to 1) 
 with funds from the “Growth Fund.”   Funds will be used for building 
 materials.

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Facilities Task Force Update 
  

The Facilities Task Force (FTF) has been working diligently this summer and fall and we are 
excited to inform you of the recent progress the team has made. 
 

In the September Light, you were informed, that ten architect firms with experience in church 
construction and renovations were invited for an information walk through and asked to com-
plete a Request for Proposal (RFP).   Four firms submitted proposals and a decision was made 
to interview two of the firms.  After interviewing the identified firms, we gathered everyone’s 
thoughts and comments, and a final recommendation was made to hire Bush Architects. 
 

At the October council meeting, the Council passed a motion to hire Bush Architects contin-
gent upon the review of the contract by the FTF and legal council.    
 

Currently the FTF and legal council are reviewing the contract.  When all parties approve the 
contract, Busch Architects will complete a Master Plan and then begin the Schematic Design 
Phase.  This phase will take a couple months and will result in a presentation to the congrega-
tion and a decision to make additional changes or approve this Schematic Design. 
The following step will be the Design Development Phase which we will explain as we get 
closer to this phase.

Review 
After an introduction, the meeting started with the 
quick review of the handouts: 

DIRA – Institute of agriculture agreement 
CVP plot management FAQs 
CVP Plot record of events 

Demonstrations: 
It was demonstrated how to measure an acre 

using actual length measurements (63.5m 
by 63.5m) instead of using pacing (70 by 
70) 

The Rain gauge and a recording sheet were 
given to congregation. It was instructed on 
how to read and record.  

The plot was measured. They have good and 
enough plot for both corn and beans in the 
same place behind the church. There were 
many questions today. They were wondering 
were to plant corn because the plot they have is 
surrounded by trees which are about to be har-
vested. Once they are harvested there will be no 
windbreak. We told them to plant in the same 
plot because the plot had been used for beans 
last season hence it is good crop rotation prac-
tice. We have to develop another kind of wind 
break here. There were concerns about type of 
the corn seed to be used. They said they have 
been using H 628 (same like we planted Kilolo 
in 2008/09) and the corn they get is lighter 
(weighing less) than what weigh the local vari-
ety. We told them this time we are going to try 
another variety H 614 or H6303). The crowd 
was so excited about the project. However the 
pastor told us that he is moving to another con-
gregation (Ipalamwa). Next visit we are going 
to meet a different Pastor. 
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I am sure you have read in the bulletin that there 
is an interim parish nurse at CLC. I wanted to 
take a moment and introduce myself. I am 
Nancy Schlagel and have lived in the St. Croix 
Valley for most of my life. Just 3 years ago, my 
husband and I made the big leap to Wisconsin 
and retired on a little lake near Star Prairie. I had 
been the parish nurse at St. Paul Lutheran in 
Stillwater for 6 ½ years and retired from that last 
December. I have directed the St. Croix Valley 
Parish Nurse Program for Lakeview Hospital for 
11 years and still do. Some of you  may remem-
ber me talking about the program at your adult 
study or your council meeting.  
 

I will be in the parish nurse office on most 
Wednesdays. If you need to get in contact with 
me, you can call the church and leave a message 
or call my cell phone at 651-325-7616. I hope to 
get to know you and help in any way I can. I 
will be doing visitation, blood pressure (BP) 
screening and whatever else Pastor Julie has in 
mind for me.  I’ll be doing BP screening the 
fourth Sunday of each month from 7:30-
10:30am. Stop in and have your BP checked or 
visit with other concerns. If you have a family 
member or friend that is in need of a visit, please 
call Vicki at the church office. Many times we 
are not aware of parishioners who are hospital-
ized, transferred to a nursing home or in need of 
a visit. We need you to let us know.  
 

I look forward to getting to know you and to 
provide this health ministry that provides both 
medical and spiritual dimensions of care giving.

Highlights from the Church Council Minutes from the October 13 meeting: 

Guest, Pastor Becker from St. Paul’s in Stillwater came to meet with us on as a representative 
of a group or pastors visiting churches on behalf of the St. Paul ELCA Synod.  He asked us to 
share the things we are excited about at CLC.  Many of our missions were mentioned and the 
Sauerkraut Supper.  He asked about concerns.   They included the recent vote at the CWA and 
managing the situation; how do we welcome new and maintain members, how can we deal 
with only being able to afford one pastor in a church our size without burning out the pastor. 
 
Pastor Becker commended our congregation for our 5% benevolence to the Synod.  In the St. 
Paul Synod, 50% of our gift is for mission support and used for ELCA church-wide mission 
initiatives.  14% is shared with partnership ministries which include Lutheran Campus Minis-
try, ELCA colleges, universities and seminaries, Lutheran Coalition for Public Policy – Minne-
sota Council of Churches and Southeast Asian Ministries.  23% is spent in support of leaders 
and congregations and 7% used for ministry initiatives.  We were asked to increase our giving 
by $2,000. 
 
Discussion later in the meeting on request by the Synod to increase our giving by $2,000.  The 
Board of Administration will be doing the budget and will make a recommendation for the 
Synod Support. 
 
Old/Unfinished Business 
Facility Task Force Update – MMSC to hire Busch Architects, St. Paul , contingent upon 
review of the contract by the Facility Task Force and legal. 
 
Lulanzi Dispensary – MMSC  to provide matching funds for a fundraiser at a ratio of 3 to 
1  ($3 for each $1 raised) to come from the Growth Fund to be used for construction of a 
dispensary in Lulanzi.  Maximum from the Growth Fund would be $30,000.  Any unused 
funds would be returned to the Growth Fund. 
 
Youth Board Projection/Sound System for Lower Level – Have received input from Boards 
and will work with Board of Property to get bids from electronics suppliers and installers. 
 
New Business: 
Sauerkraut Supper Proceeds – MMSC to designate proceeds from the Sauerkraut Supper 

as follows:  25% to Valley Outreach, 25% to Feed My Starving Children and the 50% 
that remains at Christ Lutheran be used to purchase a dishwasher for the kitchen, 
contingent on compatibility with our septic system. 

Parish Nurse Plan – Nancy Schlagel will be filling in until the position is reviewed and filled. 
Purchase of new Carillon - New carillon is on order and hope is that it will be up and running 

by Christmas.  New system has many new features that we can enjoy.  New speakers will 
be placed on the top of the bell tower.  We need to do some preparation work.   

Mutual Ministry – Bill Wacker has completed his assignment on the Mutual Ministry team 
and will be replaced by Allan Kristenson.
